START TIME:   5:30 P.M.  (Line up starts at 4:00 P.M.) 
 

GOAL 
To plan and produce a successful, professional, and memorable 2024 Christmas Parade, a Lyford 

Community Celebration. 

 

GENERAL RULES 

 

 

HANDING OUT CANDY OR OBJECTS TO THE CROWD IS 

PERMITTED; HOWEVER, TWO WALKERS MUST ACCOMPANY 

THE FLOAT/ENTRY, ONE ON EACH SIDE OF THE STREET. 
 

 

FLOATS 

Floats must be decorated and may be pulled by a vehicle, car, or truck.  The vehicle pulling 

the float will not be judged.  If sound/music is included in the theme, and a sound system is 

not included within the float itself, a vehicle with a sound system will be allowed to 

precede the float. 

 

 

Fire extinguishers are required to be on every float for safety reasons.  There must be an 

adult on floats where there are children.  No one will get on or off a float or entry once 

it has started down the parade route. 

 

 

Entry numbers will be placed on all entries (with the exception of the walkers) by the 

designated parade official during the parade line-up.

JUDGING WILL BE ON THE FOLLOWING 

GENERAL EFFECT IN PRESENTATION: (Maximum 25 Points Awarded) 
The overall effective presentation of the float. Its presentation as it will appear on the parade route. Beauty 

and creativity. 

WORKMANSHIP: (Maximum 25 Points Awarded) 
The craftsmanship in the float creation. Detail in design and creation of float objects with the effective use of 

colors and materials. 

PRESENTATION: (Maximum 25 Points Awarded) 
How well the float design concept adapts to the parade. 

ORIGINALITY: (Maximum 25 Points Awarded) 
The creativeness and originality in the float design concept. 

       JUDGING OF ALL THE ENTRIES WILL BE HELD BY A PANEL 

OF JUDGES, WHO WILL BE STATIONED  CENTRALLY  

 

IT IS EXTREMELY IMPORTANT THAT ALL ENTRIES
